Table K shows that population, power-sharing, and total numbers affected by hazards influence the determinants of PoC and Humanitarian assistance mandates. Interestingly, PoC and Humanitarian assistance mandates are deployed to easy cases in the context of natural hazards as the increase in total number of affected people makes such mandates less likely. This indicates that cases with those mandates should expect higher implementation score in terms of selection bias. Thus, if we still obtain negative effects of mandates on accord implementation, our analysis will be underestimating the effects, rather than overestimating the effects. 
We include two covariates that are statistically significantly related to the onset of mandates (Table K) in the matching. After CEM, 174 control (without PoC or Humanitarian assistance mandate) was matched with 47 treated (with PoC or Humanitarian assistance mandate). All covariates meet the threshold of 0.1 (Figure A). If we use fourth interval instead of third interval for continuous variables for matching, only 171 total number of observations are left after matching. Due to too small number of observations, we use third interval for continuous variables in matching.

12. Sensitivity analysis
Cinelli and Hazlett (2020) propose sensitivity analysis tools that do not require assumptions on the functional form of the treatment assignment mechanism nor on the distribution of the unobserved confounder. Figure B below shows the sensitivity contour plots. The x axis shows the residual share of variation of the treatment that is hypothetically explained by observed confounding while y axis shows that hypothetical partial R2 of unobserved confounding with the outcome (see Cinelli and Hazlett 2020). The figure shows that the direction of the effect of interaction term is not robust.
